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Autun City is 300 kilometers south-east of Paris and
has a 2,000-year history. Kawagoe City received a
proposal from Autun, which was looking to develop its
community through exchanging values and culture with
communities in other countries. A sister city agreement
was signed on October 18, 2002.
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Salem City is the state capital of Oregon. Thanks to the
sister relationship between universities in Kawagoe and
Salem, citizen exchange began and has continued to
this day. Kawagoe City and Salem City signed a sister
city agreement on August 1, 1986.

[Crime prevention] As well
as raising citizens’ awareness of crime prevention, we are setting up a system to prevent crime, so that the city’s residents can live in safety with
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Offenbach City is a town with a flourishing industry. Like
Kawagoe City, it is characterized by its location close to
a metropolis, and by its long history. Because of various
connections, including the presence in Offenbach City
of a factory belonging to a company in Kawagoe City, a
sister city agreement was signed on August 24, 1983.
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Nakasatsunai Village, Hokkaido
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Nakasatunai village is a town in Hokkaido with flourishing
agriculture and abundant nature. It has a connection with Kawagoe
because Kyuichiro Aihara, an artist originally from Kawagoe City,
was active in Nakasatsunai. A museum of Aihara’s works was later
set up in the village. Kawagoe City and Nakasatunai village signed
a friendship city agreement on November 30, 2002.
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Obama City is to the south-west of Fukui and has many items of cultural
importance. In the Edo Period, a samurai who had served as the lord of the
Kawagoe domain went on to become the lord of the Obama domain. Also, the
“Sasara Lion Dance,” which is passed down in Kawagoe, was taken to Obama

City and has been preserved as the “Unpin Lion Dance.” Kawagoe City and
Obama City signed a sister city agreement on November 30, 1982.
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Tanagura Town, Fukushima Prefecture
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Tanagura Town is to the south of Fukushima and is home to
Tanagura Castle. In the Edo Period, a samurai called Matsudaira
Suonokami Yasuhide became the lord of the Kawagoe domain
after serving as the lord of the Tanagura domain. Based on
this connection, Kawagoe City and Tanagura Town signed a
friendship city agreement on January 18, 1972.
